Dominique lives and works in Lynn Valley; on the edge of where the suburban streets of North 

Vancouver butt up against the wilds of the North Shore Mountains. Capturing the balance she has found 

living so close to wild spaces is an ongoing theme in her work. 

“There is something magical that happens when you release children into natural environments. You can 

see wound energy getting absorbed into the earth. They reroot and ground. Boredom evaporates, 

curiosity and discovery bloom. 

I make exploring the wild areas of the North Shore with my children and their friends a priority. I love 

watching their forms moving together; heads bent, bodies moving around each other in dynamic groups, 

splitting and reforming as interest and curiosity guide. Sometimes alone, and sometimes in packs, they
